Understanding
Our Purpose

P urpose. It is something that many people spend their
entire lives searching for. It is something that even
the wisest man cannot find, unless the Spirit of God
moves within him and directs him to it. So many, even
within the Church, are hungry and lost and looking for a
purpose. So they decide to pursue money, relationships,
and their own desires. How tragic is it that these Chris-
tians cannot see their one purpose is Christ, and that only
Christ can guide and give us purpose?

To be persistent in the pursuit of worldly things is natural
of the old “Adamic” self, but to have found one’s purpose
in life is essential to be a new creation. To understand our
purpose, we must begin by understanding the truths that
they are cemented upon. The first truth is that Christ
died on the cross and resurrected in three days. The sec-
ond is that we have been redeemed by Christ and our
lives are no longer our own. These are events which have
happened; not feelings driven by the spurs of emotions.
They will stand through time and are as true today as
they were yesterday. Without them, our lives are bankrupt
and can only produce death.

We must discipline ourselves so that we may know
Christ a little more each day. Of course, we will inevitably
fall, but the grace of the Father drops just a little further,
so that it may cushion our fall and return us to the close-
ness and love we have with Him. Do not be afraid of re-
striction and discipline; these will encourage you to spend
time with the Creator of the universe.

Imagine this: the Earth, the stars, the galaxies, the most
minute bacterium, and the human heart and mind, all
manufactured and designed with the utmost creativity and
love-- this is the God who wants to talk to you and listen
to your problems. He sent his only begotten Son, so that
the world might believe in Him and have eternal life. The
power of this God who we worship cannot simply be
quenched by an on/off switch of our emotions. What a
ridiculous notion. Whenever we do not “feel” the Holy
Spirit, do we have to reaffirm our faith and ask if we are
loved? No. Jesus died for us on that cross, whether we
wanted Him to or not. He died on that cross and resur-
rected three days later whether we deserved it or not.
This is the first principle; that Christ gave Himself over to
Death, and arose victor over it, so that He might save
what was already His.

Therefore, we are called to have a response. This
brings me to the second truth. Christ has redeemed us

of our sins. Christ has delivered
us and we have now become
“living sacrifice[s], holy and pleas-
ing to God; this is your spiritual -
worship.”(Romans 12:1 HCSB) If ‘

Christ would have died for me ‘

even if | was the only lost soul,

then does He not deserve my

complete and utter fascination?

God just wants to have a relationship with us. We were
created from His thoughts, formed in His image, and pur-
chased with His everything. Thus, we respond with our
purpose, which is found in Christ.

We are living in a dimension which is physical, but tem-
porary. Everything that we can touch appears to be our
truth, but we come from a faraway Kingdom. This is our
home and our reality. Whatever you do, do it so that you
may bring glory to our Father. Live so that you may be
content with God. This is radical and difficult, but it is
where we may draw strength and find comfort. So this is
our purpose: to love, live, and trust our Father in eve-
ry way which He leads us_ &,
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
